The United thank Offering was established at General Convention in Baltimore, October 1871, when
the board of missions was authorized to organize
inception, collections were set up to fund missionary publications, education of missionaries and their chil-
dren, and to make, collect and distribute clothing for missionaries and their families. The first grant was es-
tablished in Anuik, Alaska, in 1887 when Christ Church Mission was built. The second was granted to Miss
Lisa Lovett, appointed missionary to Japan, on July 31, 1890. These two grants were just the beginning of a
long series of fascinating stories of what the offering has meant to the givers, the recipients and to the whole
mission of the church.

You have all been a part of the mission which started so many years ago and has grown to approxi-
mately three million dollars in recent years. Be proud of what you have accomplished in continuing the
work of those Episcopal women so many years ago.
