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Dear Friends, 

 

As I was eating breakfast while watching television the 

other day I saw an interview about a young couple from 

Oregon who pared their number of possessions to one hun-

dred.  It was an interesting interview which focused on 

what they have eliminated from their lives and how the 

change has affected them. 

That evening Marlene and I ruminated on what we would give away, or 

otherwise dispose of, if we were to take on such a challenge in our life together. 

(Note the subjunctive mood.)  We had a difficult time taking our imagination past 

the kitchen.  Is a single fork or spoon one item or can we count a place setting as 

one?  Eventually, we were able to identify certain pieces of furniture which would 

stay and others which could go.  By the end of our conversation Marlene had set 

plans for us to clean out a closet in the coming weeks. 

The following day I decided to Google ñ100 possessionsò and found that 

there is something of a minimalist movement out there to take on the challenge of 

simplifying oneôs life in this way.  The movement is about removing the clutter 

from oneôs living space, reducing reliance on material possessions and bringing 

greater simplicity to oneôs life.  Many who participate in the experiment find that it 

is simply fun to try it. 

It is doubtful that we will actually carry out this idea in our home but think-

ing about it may help us to begin the process of weeding out some items that we 

do not use or want to keep.  But, if you are reading this, Marlene, this does not 

mean Iôm ready to dispose of that polka dot shirt Iôve had since high school!  I 

keep telling you, polka dots will be coming back into fashion one of these days. 

There does seem to be wisdom in intentionally reducing our sense of de-

pendence on material possessions and, perhaps, that is what this is an attempt to 

do.  It occurs to me that we might do well to do some housecleaning with regard to 

the ways in which we spend our time and our money too.  Which of our activities 

are a waste of time and counterproductive to the purpose of God in our lives?  

Which of our monetary expenditures are unnecessary, or even detrimental, to our 

physical, emotional and spiritual growth?  Perhaps some paring down or prioritiz-

ing would be well to consider in these areas. 

The fall is a good time to assess our priorities in life and to remove the ob-

stacles to a clear, clean relationship with God.  Now, thereôs an old pair of boots in 

the closet which Iôm going to toss out as a starté.

Progress to date: 

The stove and hood were disassembled and cleaned.  We plan to have this done every six months.  The Good 

Guys have decided to clean parts of the stove after every Friday breakfast. 

 

The primary use areas of the Parish Hall have been repaintedðnext painting step is the kitchen.  

 

Kitchen cabinets damaged by the coffee machine and the weight of plates have been repaired. 

 

The two refrigerators in the kitchen are being replaced by a single commercial glass front unit which will 

double our refrigeration space.  

 

Hurricane shutters are being fabricated for each window. 

 

New chairs have been purchased.  They have seats padded with vinyl so they can easily be wiped down after
